Home and Homelessness in Group Analytic & Reflective Citizens’ Large
Groups.Trauma Ruptures & Repair as Sparks of Hope throughout Tripartite
Matrices

Wounds and sequels from social trauma exist in all societies - embedded in layers of the
social-web of all times. Trans-generational/trans-social/trans-cultural transmission of trauma
throughout matrices (vertically, horizontally, otherwise) is a challenge for us all: will trauma
knots and ruins, eventually with defensive toxic/perverse complications, multiply provoking
vicious-spirals of destructiveness or initiate new skills for their disentanglement and healing
towards repair-spirals? Traumatic interplay move through all lands of social unconscious - in
dialectical struggle between traumatogenic and repairing processes. Our large groups(LG) are
special resource for reconciliation between these opposite processes in tripartite matrices -
between dissociated, orphaned particles/areas (in persons, groups and societies) and those
more mature and open-minded. We need to continue learning together in & about LGs: how
between chaos & order to manage spaces for optimal complexity at the edges of chaos

enabling growth.

Moving the focus of presence between smaller and larger systems, swinging between, is part
of human nature and rhythms: exiting home and returning, provide basic safety. Wars,
migrations... throw people out of homelike-places into uncontained, “stormy” areas (either of
massified peoples’ groupings or isolated social-psychic-retreats —rupturing life rhythms). For
the traumatized, our LGs can be too exposing/re-traumatizing/stormy, or paradoxically, the
opposite: having experienced the other side(s) of the broken mirror(s) (like Alice), almost
swallowed by black holes, if surviving, special knowledge often emerge: not only experiencing
LGs more at home than in ordinary homelike-places, but their presence and sharing (verbally

& nonverbally) becoming precious gifts for all — migrant wisdom.

Reflective Citizens Method as sorts of migrant-homes & vehicles (among many metaphors)
are continuously attuning/searching for optimal relations between sub-sessions of social
dreaming, small and LGs and RAGs, as takeaways. Exploring/learning throughout layers of
professional and cultural heritage, especially from contemporary psychoanalytic fields, once
even realizing substantial similarity with ancient Serbian poselo villagers’ gatherings (as-if
“time-vehicle” encounter), ignites sparks of hope - enlightening further way through trauma
