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The paper introduces the trajectory of the work in large groups in group analysis,
from the transformative context of the 1960s and 1970s when the work in large
groups flourished in England to contemporary constructed large groups that take
place in conferences, workshops and community work. This presentation introduces
large group classical theoretical perspectives highlighting its role in the creation of
safe spaces for collective self-reflection, especially in situations in which traumatic
experiences and the work through of collective wounds are at stake. However, the
twenty-first century is bringing war-like scenarios and unexpected situations that
bring uncertainty, helplessness and fear to persons, groups and society. These
situations bring additional challenges to large-group work bringing to the fore the
enactment of fractures that rest in the unconscious life of tripartite matrices.
Participation in large groups contributes to broadening the understanding of oneself,
enabling persons to learn from experience about socially unconscious processes co-
created through intrapersonal, interpersonal, and transpersonal interactions. In this
direction, large-group work is a theoretical and technical research tool in the
promotion of dialogue and citizenship to people when gathered in large numbers.
However, through parallel processes, large-group interactions can be transformed
today into an arena for political and social identity clashes. In this sense, the work in
large groups, especially in larger large groups, can be deeply affected by the features
of Incohesion: Aggregation/ Massification processes. Large-group interactions can,
therefore, shift from space for collective self-reflection for the thoughtless behaviour
of crowds in Aggregation states or to the “group illusion” characteristic of a mass in

Massification states.
